	 Kathy Creger started collecting orchids 
in the 70’s. When she was a college student a the 
University of Minnesota, she bought her first 
orchid. It turned into a hobby in the late 80’s and 
a passion in the early 90’s when she joined the 
Orchid Society of Minnesota. She grows several 
hundred species under lights, in windows, and 
outside duting the Summer. She grows mostly 
species that range from the 1/2 inch tall Jamai-
can Lepanthes to an enormous Brassia forget-
tiana plant that received a CBR/AOS award. 	
	 She has been President of the Orchid 
Society of Minnesota, and is currently  President 
of the Pleurothallid Alliance and she is also an 
AOS Accredited Judge from the Chicago center.
     For the last 19+ years Kathy has vacationed 
in Jamaica learning about, hunting, collecting 
and documenting populations of orchids on the 
island. Some plants are common throughout the 
island and the surrounding Caribbean countries. 	
	 Her slide show and talk are designed 
to help us understand the various habitats that 
orchids grow in on an island with diverse habi-
tats and how we can get clues to providing better 
environments here in our own greenhouses.
